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UN Operations Plan

UN agencies are in the process of completing the Operations Plan for Strong Angel in preparation for deployment to nation Green at 9:00am on Friday 9 June. The following sectors will be addressed in the plan:

Food

Logistics

Protection

Health  

Education

Nutrition

Water

Sanitation

Security

Environment

Meetings

Strong Angel Marine representatives briefed the UN about deployment and marine assets on the ground in nation Green. They re-iterated that their initial objective is to establish CMOC on the ground, facilitate a rapid assessment, secure the refugee camp and to ultimately provide required supplies within. The Marines discussed a five phased operation including:

I
Establishment of HQ

II
Lodgment (movement of forces into the area) 

III
Security and Support Operation

IV
Transition to UN/RIMPAC/NGOs

V
Re-deployment

UN agency representatives gave an hour presentation on the mandates of each agency to approximately 50 Third Fleet staff and other visiting Navy representatives including the Commodore from the Australian navy.  The briefing was followed by a discussion about the changing role and issues surrounding military and humanitarian coordination in emergencies. 

Update on Nation Green Security Situation

UN agencies were briefed on current security conditions in Green. There have been reports of petty crime including car theft and while there has not been any evidence of potential terrorist acts it was noted that Helo is only a 90 minute drive from the refugee and base camps. 

Defense Advanced Project Agency (DARPA)

During Operation Strong Angel “DARPA” (Defense Advance Project Agency) will experiment with a new translingual information collection system. Results from this test pilot will be made available to the humanitarian community later this summer.  Some of the highlights of this technology include:

· Open source information gathering and translated in near real time for people addressing crisis

· Computerized translation and information system 

· Alternative power in disaster response – portable solar panels and lightweight hydro-elect fuel cells

· Civil-Military Communications  - refugee registration system with medical screening capabilities
