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Explosive growth in Internet communication access has created  new opportunities for extending the practice of medicine. Along with increased access throughout the world, new and affordable internet based products which enable multimedia communication have also emerged.  Impact of these advances has been felt across all the traditional barriers that have been restricting the propagation of telemedicine as a economically viable, self sustaining busness. 





This workshop will focus on the latest techno-social cultural developments impacting  the design and deployment of commercially viable tele-medical knowledge delivery systems. 





To contextualize the discussion, The Malaysian  -"Multi-Media Super Corridor"- will be used as a real world model of how universally  accessable communication is accelerating the techno-social cultural integration.
