Traditional Medicine Research Update

According to Xinhua News Agency news dated May 29, 1999, China has gained important progress in its efforts to solve the mysterious material basis of the ‘Vital Channels’ of Chinese traditional medicine

Jing-Luo

Main and collateral channels regarded in Chinese traditional medicine as a network of passages, through which vital energy circulates and along which the acupuncture points are distributed.

Shanghai Fudan University, Shanghai Baoshan Acupuncture Hospital, Shanghai No.6 People’s Hospital, No.2 Military Mdical University and Shanghai Chinese Traditional Medical University have jointly organized a cross-disciplinary science research project on Jing-Lo for the past three years.  

The three major discoveries include: 

· The morphology positions of the Jing-Luo points locate inside the complex system of the connective tissues interwoven with blood vessels, nerve system and lymph vessels, forming a certain physiological structure with complex physiological functions.

· In the deep layers of the connective tissues corresponding to the positions of the points, there is greater concentration of Calcium, phosphorus, potassium, iron, zinc, manganese, chromium, etc.  The concentration of calcium around the points is ten or even a hundred times higher than that around non-point tissues. (except the bones)  

· Preliminary discovery shows the gelatinoid neuron (liquid crystal structure) in the connective tissues has a special wave band that transmits infrared light.  This indicates that it is possible that there is a bio-photon system in the human body which plays an important role in the physiological activities such as transporting energy and exchanging information, etc. 

Jing-Luo has been regarded as the most hopeful break-through point or connection point in bridging the Chinese and Western medicine.  International medical circles have carried out a lot of research on acupuncture and the Jing-Luo theory as well as their clinical applications.  In the past decade, there has been at least one major international conference per year to discuss and study acupuncture and Jing-Luo.
